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According to the new guidance by the Ministry of Education, Culture, Sports,
Science and Technology, the new National Curriculum has been implemented
from April 2020 for elementary schools and from April 2021 for secondary
schools. In the 3rd and 4th grades of elementary school, it is 1 hour a week
as a foreign language activity type, and in the 5th and 6th grades, it is 2
hours a week as a subject type in foreign language education.

Primary school: 3 times a week, and there are 4 or 5 levels

The Japanese school is already implementing immersive English activities,
taking full advantage of its London location. In the elementary school, Eng-
lish conversation time is set to 3 hours a week.

From April this year, Japanese teachers will teach the 3rd and 4th grade us-—
ing Let’s Try 1 & 2 and 5th and 6th grades using official textbooks “New
Horizon Elementary the 5 & 6 by Tokyo Shoseki in each term. After that, in
some classes, the teachers will carry out the lessons depending on profi-
ciency, so it is easier for students to adapt to English lessons after re-
turning to Japan.

Secondary school: 6 times a week connected higher education

In secondary school there are 2 types of English A & B. 4 hours are set for
English A and 2 hours for English B. Furthermore, the ability to develop 4
skills and 5 areas in a more balanced manner is emphasized, so that students
can engage in actual communication. English A classes focus on grammar and
usage based on the authorized textbook “New Horizon” . Students have many
opportunities to use English through writing essays or role—playing. English
B uses English File by Oxford University Press textbooks and focuses on Eng-—
lish conversation, so they can efficiently improve their English profi-
ciency. Especially in English conversation, students can improve their Eng—
lish ability efficiently because they are studying according to their profi-
ciency level.

According to the present statistics for 3 years, 74.4 % of all the appli-
cants passed the Eiken(official Japanese English Examination) and a few stu-
dents get 1°* grade in the Eiken exam every year.

Deepen understanding of British culture and society:

PHSE /SMSC/RSHE (a subject to be learned to develop the ability to live
a healthy and safe life in UK: personal, social, health and economic ed-—
ucation/relationships and sex education), which is learned by local
school students, is also learned mainly through various subjects centred
on moral education in Japanese schools. In addition, regarding religious
studies and British values, the English department will play a central
role in the teaching of this subject in English as well as in Japanese
as students grow up. We cover topics such as British society, protected



characteristics and so on. In addition, students will learn about social
issues and events in the UK from the Student News / First News every
month, so that students can enjoy their life in London in a meaningful
and fulfilling way.
